Completion of CHIN 201 & 202 or equivalent.
Must be in Good Academic Standing and
Good Conduct Standing with Texas A&M
University.
Faculty approval.
Must attend all pre-departure meetings.

ELIGIBILITY

All students are required to take a total of 12
credit hours in Summer to participate in this
program. These 12 credits should be split evenly
between Summer I & II. Students should meet
with their academic advisors to ensure they meet
eligibility requirements and that the courses are
degree-applicable.
